Liberty Ponds Park Update – Nick Acker, Fire Relief Association
Nick Acker provided the Park Board with an overview of the involvement the Fire Relief Association will have in the development of the Liberty Ponds Park.  Nick explained there will be no monetary funds provided by the Fire Relief Association for the project.  The Fire Relief Association will provide man power and equipment necessary for the development of the park.  However, the Park & Recreation Board would be responsible for the layout and design of the park.  The Fire Relief Association has contacted several local business organizations to secure equipment, landscaping supplies and donations for the project.  Polaris Industries contacted the Fire Relief Association and would like to provide any resources they have available to assist in the parks development.  Nick explained they will work with Menards and McCarron’s Lumber to see if they would donate any of the materials needed to build the gazebo.
Member Elmore explained the Park & Recreation Board will do everything possible to help out financially with the development.  The maintenance of the park will be handled by the city’s public works department.  Elmore stated the development of the park should be done in phases:



Phase 1 - clearing the park of the dead trees and brush;



Phase 2 - develop the design and amenities;



Phase 3 – begin bringing in equipment for excavating

6. 2016 Projects

a. Installation of new Park Signage

Dave Torma reported that once the park signage is ready for pickup it will be placed on the schedule for installation as quickly as possible.
Diane will place the order for the new park signage on Tuesday, February 9th.  Once the signage is ready for pick up the public works department will arrange to have someone pick the signage up at the St. Peter Regional Treatment Center which will save substantially in shipping costs. 

b. Liberty Ponds area

Member Elmore will put together a schedule and a blueprint of the park based on previous Park Board discussions regarding the gazebo, parking lot and future plans for the park to provide a starting point for the upcoming project.
· Park Board CIP - Diane will email the revised CIP to members of the park board to review.
· Frisbee Golf - Dave reported that the Frisbee Golf course was installed and numbered.  Due to the unseasonable weather the baskets were left on the course over the winter months.  Public Works continues to discuss adding flush ground mounts to each hole that would indicate the number of the hole and direction to the next hole and something that would be easy to maintain by public works.  Public Works would also like to place a map or diagram at the 1st hole showing the layout of the course.  Dave explained they are not sure what type of material should be used for the map/diagram but would like it to include course rules.

Chair Liljedahl requested an article be placed in the Spring Newsletter regarding the Frisbee Golf Course at Comfort Lake. 

· Goodview Park – Diane reported that she spoke with Mark Erichson he explained there are currently two ways available to bring water into the park either from the Northside or the south end.  The Park Board discussed future amenities that could be added to the park.  Discussions will continue.
