Paul Hoppe-Police Chief- Explained process that BKV Architects would follow for repurposing city hall at a cost of $10,000 which would be funded by using the police impound lot funds. Upon review of the plans the City Council will decide whether to proceed with the contract or stop expenditures at $10,000.
Councilmember Nanko/Yeager-expressed concerned about impact on Street Reconstruction Program and the cost already spent remodeling the Former Town Hall as the current Police Station.  
The Council expressed concern about date of the Public Hearing being held on July 3rd.
Craig Mattson-City Administrator-Explained the reasoning for picking the date of July 3rd for a Public Hearing was because it was a regular council meeting night.

Mark Vierling-City Attorney- The State limits any liability for the City of Wyoming at $1.5 million which we have insurance for. The Contractor, Spohn Ranch, has $1 million liability insurance coverage and it would cost $5,500 to add $500,000 of additional liability insurance coverage so they are requesting a waiver of the additional requirement, Attorney Vierling feels that it is okay to have the city at $1.5 million insurance coverage and Spohn Ranch at $1 million and that any potential liability should be covered.
