John Bergum-26345 Fenwick-Expressed concerns about property taxes for his building compared to the Riverbank building and costs for residents and businesses if the Riverbank building is purchased.  Spoke about concerns of cost to remodel current city hall to accommodate police and fire and what the costs would be to heat and cool the Riverbank building.  
Craig Mattson-Explained that the cost for residents would be $35 for every $200,000 value for 20 years.

Jean Will-25890 Finch Court-Believes purchase of the Riverbank building would be a good assest to community.  

Dan Babbit-26220 Glen Oak-Expressed concerns about loss of taxes that the Riverbank building brings in.  Doesn’t believe residents support purchasing the Riverbank building.   Believes council should look to past council for advice on going forward with the Riverbank building. 
	Council stated that they have talked to residents about the purchase of the Riverbank building.

Jerry Owens-25717 Gramford Ave-Believes residents are in favor of purchasing the Riverbank building.

Rodney Hestekin-26811 Freeport Ct-Believes that Wyoming has appeared as not being business friendly and does not believe it is the appropriate time to purchase the Riverbank building.  Questioned the city’s need for more space and what the Riverbank building is currently appraised at.  Doesn’t believe the purchase of the Riverbank building is a good deal.  Believes the city should cut the budget.
Craig Mattson-clarified that the land cost was $500,000 and the bank construction cost was  $1.4 million.
	Council-In the past the council has brought up the need for a new city hall.

Ken Anderson-Industrial Park-Inquired of council what they would do if the majority of residents were against the purchase of the Riverbank building.  Believes the council should do what the majority of residents want.  Doesn’t believe the majority residents and business owners want this.
Council-explained that we need plan for the future and now the rates are lower than they may be in the future.

Daryl Vincent-5844 268th St-Believes the council spends too much money and the council should give money back to residents and clean up the city.

Ron Swanstrom-26200 Hiawatha Ct-Wondered when the public hearing is scheduled for.

Steve Sichneider Wyoming-Questioned why the employee contracts are being held mid-year.  Questioned how the Director of Public Safety position came about.  Would like to know what surveys were completed to show that the city of Wyoming employees are under paid.

Lisa Iverson-25675 Goodwin Rd-Thanked council for allowing time to speak.  Local businesses are concerned about the increase in taxes and businesses will not survive.  

Neil Gatzow-5481 E Viking Blvd-Believes that increase of pay in employee contracts is high.  Thanked council for picking alternate date for public hearing regarding the Riverbank building.
