9 To consider adopting Resolution 13-06-34 Resolution determining the necessity for the issuance of general obligation bonds and calling a special election thereon

City Administrator Mattson – this resolution would establish a referendum to sell bonds for street reconstruction.  The resolution would have the election in November of this year.  We would need to specify a date if we were to have a special election.    This would allow more time to communicate with the public on the bond issue and what it entails.  

Mayor Peterson – Would like to make sure we communicate what the referendum is for with the verbiage that must be on the ballot.  Expressed concerned that if we wait interest rates may climb.  

City Attorney Andy Pratt – If you have the referendum to a set date you could figure the bond sale and then once you receive the money you have time to figure how you would use it for the following year in the spring.  

Council Member Nanko/Yeager – Believes if we wait and have the election during the general it will give more time for communication and save some costs of having a special election.  

Council Member Elmore – fears that we would not have as many people around for the election in the summer as the fall.

Council Member Steve Zerwas – Likes the idea of locking in now while interest rates are low.  Waiting for the General Election is too long.  The City should hold the special election as soon as possible, feels it is a hot button topic and we should move forward as soon as possible.  

Council Member Joe Zerwas – We are still looking at a significant time period to wait, unfortunately it will not speed up the construction but it could spare us to raises in interest rates.

11 To consider adopting Resolution No. 13-06-36  Resolution to authorize purchase of a Nortel Phone System in the Amount of $9,336.85 to service all City of Wyoming Departments.

Administrator Mattson – This system will allow the city to provide better services to its residents.  We currently have about $35,000 in our branding fund.  We would take $7,300 out of this fund to pay for the phone system purchase, the remaining $2,000 will come from the remaining 2013 savings of changing phone providers.  This way we will purchase the system for cash but as a result of the savings of $5,000 a year switching to midcontinent it will pay for the new phone system in two years.

12 To consider adopting Resolution No. 13-06-37  Resolution adopting and approving a summary publication for Ordinance 2013-2, an ordinance amending, Chapter 40, Article VI, Zoning District Provisions of the Wyoming City code

Building Official Weck- There are two different ordinance summaries – One is recommendation by the planning commission and the second is by the cities legal consultant. The Church’s application is to allow churches in Commercial district as a conditional use.  Staff Recommendation was to remove them from Commercial district and allow social, fraternal and charitable organizations A, R1-R6, excluding R5.  Planning Commission recommendation is to allow them in the commercial district and also to allow clubs and lodges in the commercial district.  There are 2 Options – accept the planning recommendation or the staff recommendation that would be denying churches to be a conditional use in the commercial district. Grace Church had their request granted under a CUP in 2004, but with the change in our comprehensive plan we do not allow them in the commercial district.  They can stay as they currently are but they cannot amend the CUP or expand the church.  This would apply to all churches not just Grace Church.  If the planning recommendation is passed Grace would still need a CUP to expand

Council Member Nanko/Yeager – How does Family Pathways work?

Building Official Weck – They are located in a mixed use and they are allowed.

Council Member Nanko/Yeager – questioned by changing to clubs and lodges are we excluding anyone?

Building Official Weck – Planning commission looked more at the uses of the charitable organization.  VFW’s would be a club or a lodge.

Council Member Steve Zerwas – asked who would determine organization?

Building Official Weck – The Zoning administrator would help determine that, but it would be the city council approving the CUP.  Planning commission would make recommendation then to City Council.

UPDATE - JOHNS BLACK DIRT MINING OPERATION ON 250Th/FOREST LAKE CONTRACTING

Administrator Mattson said he discussed with Forest Lake contracting measures to maintain our roads.   We have no intention to have any other road fall into more disrepair more than it already has.  We would post the road to stop heavy truck traffic.

Mark Erichson WSB – The application for the Mine is with the City of Columbus and Forest Lake Contractin.  Location is in the city of Columbus but access is via Wyoming on 250th street off of Kettle River Blvd.  He stated we would like to sit down with Forest Lake Contracting.  They are a reputable contractor, they have a good track record, but we want to protect our infrastructure.

Mayor Peterson – willing to put $25,000 for overlay damages, but there is a safety issues at hand as well.

Mark Erichson WSB – The $25,000 may be on the light side, we would due a quick boring to check the status of the road

Administrator Mattson – We will follow up on this item and we will monitor and take necessary action to make sure we are in control of the situation.  We want to make sure that Wyoming has a voice on this issue.
