CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor Eric Peterson called the worksession of the Wyoming City Council for May 15, 2012 to order at 5:21 P.M. at the Giese Memorial Library Conference Room.

PURPOSE OF THE MEETING:
The City Council held the worksession to review the proposal of purchasing the former Riverbank Building to serve as City Hall, remodel the current City Hall as a future Public Safety Building and relocate Public Works offices to current Police offices with current Public Works facility in Industrial Park available for sale when market improves and discuss proposed timeline required to facilitate the desired outcome.
Administrator Mattson indicated that in order to meet the timelines established/desired by the FDIC the City would need to authorize the development of the plans for the Public Safety building for $10,000 at this evenings Council meeting followed by a review of the plans and a cost estimate of the City Hall/Public Safety Remodel on June 19th and a Public Hearing scheduled for July 3rd to sell CIP Bonds so that the Bond sale can be finalized by September 1st.
The City has set a preliminary budget for the whole project; (purchase of Riverbank and remodel and Remodel City Hall into Public Safety Building) at $2 million.  On June 19th the Architect schematic plans and cost estimates will determine whether the City will be able to proceed forward with the project on budget.  If costs to purchase and remodel exceed $2 million it is unlikely the Public Hearing will be held.  A current projection on the cost of the $2 million is $35 per year per $200,000 of assessed valuation for 20 years.
